Dear Janvrin families

New website:
We have finally got our new website up and running! Please check it out.

I think it looks great but would always welcome feedback on this as to how we can continue to improve the site.

I’m aware that we still need to populate some of the areas with data, documents or messages but please be assured this will be done over the next couple of weeks.

Uniform:
You will recall that a couple of weeks ago I highlighted some serious concerns about the suppliers for our school uniform and the possible changes we would have to make around this. (It is an issue for all schools across the Island and came about from the previous Minister for Education).

I am delighted to say that we have been able to secure our supply through Lyndale Sports who already supply our uniform to Janvrin families.
This means that nothing needs to change: the uniform remains the same, the costs remain the same and the quality remains the same.

JSSK, our other suppliers, are sadly closing their business but have a 25% discount on all uniform items until the end of supplies (in the next few months). It may be sensible to try and take advantage of this reduction if you can at this time.

I am also going to view the possibility of sourcing uniform from a UK firm (in line with Government Policy) so that families have an alternative to Lyndale if they wanted to look at this too. I’ll keep you posted on this as it progresses.

New Staff:
I am really pleased to announce that we have appointed 2 new teachers to the school: 
Miss Becky Allen and Miss Jordanna Wherry.

Both teachers will work with individual children and small groups of children in support of their learning and progress needs. They will also take over classes on occasions so that the class teacher can undertake more direct work with children.

We feel this will have a positive and significant impact on children’s learning and progress across the school and we are proud to lead and develop this role at Janvrin. We are not aware of any other Primary Schools that have this resource.

Lunchtimes:
We have developed our provision and opportunities for play at lunchtime across the school.
We have looked in this very carefully for some months now and have put in place and new approach which seems to be working very well.

Previously, children went to play is specific areas of the school according to their year group. We have now opened the school grounds up so that all children can access the Astro, the kS1 playground, parts of the Nature Garden and the lower playground by Y3.

This allows children to explore and access a wider environment at lunchtime as well as the possibility of playing with children in other year groups.

We are very conscious that the monitoring, support and encouragement, especially for our younger children needs to be in place at all times and we have ensured high levels of adult supervision, walkie-talkie communication and regular reviews.

At the moment, this approach is extremely popular with the children and our instances of unkind or rough play appear to have lessened already (they were not significant before but are always a concern at any level).

Please speak to your child about this at some point and let us know if anything comes up that you would like to inform us about both positive and negative. Thank you.

Homework Policy:
The staff have been working to develop a clearer policy and expectation around ‘homework’ and what this should look like in different year group (as we know, homework in Y6 will look very different from Y1).

The basis for our homework is always around reading as a core skill that needs regular, daily practice as this will impact across all subjects and areas of learning.

Mr Chipperfield has sent out a copy of our new policy to all families today and it can be accessed on our new website for reference in the future.
