	Mathematics
	English

	Our mathematical chapters for this term are:

Fractions: 
· Adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing fractions
· Simplifying fractions and then moves on to comparing and ordering fractions
· Working with basic fractions and mixed numbers
· Add and subtract fractions with different denominators, including mixed numbers
· Bar model diagrams are incorporated to support pupils' understanding before moving on to multiplication and division. Pupils will be required to divide fractions by whole numbers and will explore different methods.

Decimals: 
· Read and write decimals using Base 10 materials before moving on to dividing and multiplying decimals by 1-digit numbers with no regrouping or renaming.
· Write fractions as decimals using division and pictorial methods before looking at multiplying fractions that involve some regrouping and renaming by 1-digit numbers.
· Dividing decimals again, this time when regrouping and renaming with 1-digit numbers is required
· Multiplying and dividing decimals by 2-digit numbers, which involves regrouping and renaming, using a variety of methods and strategies, including: number bonds, the worded method (writing down a problem in words and numbers), long division and the column method.

Measurements: 
· Converting units of measurement using fractions and decimals. 
· Converting units of length and distance, followed by exploring units of mass, volume and time.

	Science

	This half term, our topic is ‘Relationships’. We will be discussing different types of relationships and specifically pressure from peers and social media. Also, we will look at challenging others and managing conflicts. We will be using our oracy skills and planned oracy tasks to elevate our learning within these lessons.

To end the half term, we will be using a ‘No Outsiders’ text to encourage discussion and reflection.
	In Science this half term, Year 6 will be learning about Changing Circuits (electricity). They will understand how electrical circuits work, the symbols used and how electricity is used safely in everyday life. They build and test simple series circuits, exploring how changes (like adding more bulbs or cells) affect brightness or volume. Learners also investigate conductors and insulators, discovering which materials allow electricity to flow. The unit encourages practical experimentation, problem-solving, and links to real-world applications of electricity.

Make sense of belief:

• Identify and explain what religious and non-religious people believe about God, saying where they get their ideas from

Understand the impact:
• Make clear connections between what people believe about God and the impact of this belief on how they live
• Give evidence and examples to show how Christians sometimes disagree about what God is like (e.g. some differences in interpreting Genesis)

Make connections:
• Reflect on and articulate some ways in which believing in God is valuable in the lives of believers, and ways it can be challenging
• Consider and weigh up different views on theism, agnosticism and atheism, expressing insights of their own about why people believe in God or not
• Make connections between belief and behaviour in their own lives, in the light of their learning.
