	Science

	This half term, our topic is ‘Living in the Wider World’. We will be discussing issues such as prejudice, discrimination and the internet – how it has developed and presents in our world. We will be using our oracy skills to elevate the learning in these lessons.

To end the half term, we will be using a ‘No Outsiders’ text to encourage discussion and reflection.
	Within Science we will be learning about Light. We will be exploring the way light travels as well materials that allow light to pass through it. 
We will be using our oracy skills to elevate the learning in these lessons.

We will be using the correct scientific terminology and skills when conducting experiments such as ensuring a fair test. 


	French
	R.E

	In French we will be recapping basic French sayings, instructions and phonics. We will be revising the months, seasons and weather phrases. We will be learning about some key geographical phrases such as cities, villages, mountains, suburbs etc. The children will be learning how to use them in full sentences. 
	This half term in RE, pupils will be learning about key Hindu beliefs, including dharma, karma, samsara, and moksha, and what these ideas mean for Hindus. They will explore the story The Man in the Well and how it helps to explain Hindu beliefs about the cycle of life and the goal of liberation. Children will also learn how these beliefs influence the way Hindus live, including how they guide choices, behaviour, and life stages, and will be encouraged to reflect on how beliefs such as karma and dharma can impact people’s lives and the wider world.

	Music

	In music we shall consolidate our music theory knowledge and be able to read simple music and explore in more depth how music is written on the stave. We will use a variety of activities to enrich our musical skills. WE will re-visit a favourite Rock song and play as a giant band in the classroom! To celebrate the Lunar new year, we shall play Chinese inspired music using the pentatonic scale of 5 notes that however you play them always sound ‘right’. We shall use these notes on our new Split drum/ chimes to compose a beautiful piece of relaxing music.

	Artist Focus: Frida Kahlo 
We will be learning about and learning from a Mexican self-portrait artist. We will be practicing drawing facial features and encouraging proportion. We will produce a final portrait piece of ourselves including surrealistic backgrounds alike Frida’s work.

	Computing

	This half term, the children will be applying their skills and understandings to small, sided games of Pok-a-Tok and American tag ball. The children will continue to develop their body control skills by participating in activities that involves balance and others that challenge their climbing and landing skills.
	In Year 6, pupils learn about variables in programming through the creation of games in Scratch. They begin by exploring what variables are and how they relate to real-world values that can change, such as scores. Pupils then use and modify existing projects before designing and creating their own games, following a structured design process. By the end of the unit, children use variables confidently to improve and refine their projects, developing a deeper understanding of how interactive games and simulations work.
