	P.S.H.E
	Science

	This half term, our topic is ‘Relationships’. We will be focusing on identifying positive healthy friendships, how to seek support with relationships if feeling secluded, online safety and identifying bullying. We will be using oracy to elevate our PSHE learning throughout this sequence of learning. 

To end the half term, we will be using a ‘No Outsiders’ text, which illuminates an important social story and message. This will encourage discussion and reflection.
	Within Science we will be learning about ‘Habitats and Survival.’. 

We will be learning to classify living things based on their characteristics, using scientific keys to identify plants and animals.

We will learn about food chains as well as different habitats such as forest, desert, and frozen habitats, comparing the characteristics of each setting as we understand factors that lead to environmental changes.

At the end our topic, we will have a ‘Fab Finisher’, whereby the children will create their own group poster or PowerPoint to present to another group/the class.

	Languages 
	R.E.

	In French, we will be continuing to practise our ‘Conversation Rapide’ questions each lesson. 

We will be learning about:
· Parishes in Jersey
· Habitats in Jersey
· Habitats in France
· Rooms in a house

Learn a Language focus for this half term is: Mauritian Creole.
	Religion: Hinduism 
Key Question: What do Hindus believe that God is like?

Understand the impact:
· Describe how Hindus show their faith within their families in Britain today (e.g. home puja).
· Describe how Hindus show their faith within their faith communities in Britain today (e.g. arti and bhajans at the mandir; in festivals such as Diwali).
· Identify some different ways in which Hindus show their faith (e.g. between different communities in Britain, or between Britain and parts of India).
Make sense of belief:
· Identify the terms dharma, Sanatan Dharma and Hinduism and say what they mean.
· Make links between Hindu practices and the idea that Hinduism is a whole ‘way of life’ (dharma).
Make connections:
· Raise questions and suggest answers about what is good about being a Hindu in Britain today, and whether taking part in family and community rituals is a good thing for individuals and society, giving good reasons for their ideas.

	Music
	Art & D.T.

	In music we shall be developing our music theory skills. Through games and activities, we shall learn how to read more complex music from the musical stave. We need to learn about duration, pitch, rhythm and be able to confidently describe the notes they see and be able to play rhythms accurately. We will celebrate the lunar new year playing music with the ‘pentatonic scale’ on a variety of instruments as a class ensemble to create Chinese inspired music working on our improvisation skills.

	Art
Artist Focus: Evelyn De Morgan
We will be learning about the famous artist Evelyn De Morgan.

We will be practicing creating detailed collages using various forms of media (newspapers, magazines) to create landscape images, focusing on aspects such as background and foreground.

Our final piece will focus on creating a collage displaying a magical workshop with the children as alchemists creating potions – an opportunity they will have as the children mix magical ingredients together to concoct their very own elixirs!

	Computing

	This half term, the children will be applying their skills and understandings to small sided games of Pok a tok and American tag ball. The children will continue to develop their body control skills by participating in activities that involve balance and others that challenge their climbing and landing skills.
	In Year 4, pupils develop their programming skills further by learning about repetition and loops, which allow instructions to be repeated efficiently. Using the text-based programming language Logo, children plan, write, modify, and test programs to create shapes and patterns. This unit helps pupils understand how repeating commands can produce predictable results and strengthens their logical thinking and precision, while continuing to build confidence in writing and debugging code.
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
