	Mathematics
	ENGLISH

	We are continuing with the Maths No Problem scheme. As mathematicians we will be learning about addition and subtraction within 20, shape and patterns and height and length. We will be using mental maths strategies, our knowledge about number place value and the relationship between addition and subtraction. We will finish the term learning about numbers up to 40!
	Reading sessions
In reading this half term we will be looking at a variety of fiction and non-fiction books about Space. We will also be focusing on stories related to Neil Armstrong.

	P.S.H.E
	Science

	In PSHE this half term we will be learning about living in the wider world, learning about rules within the community and identifying people and professionals who help us. We will look at how to care for people, animals and other living things, as well as looking after our environment.


	In science we will be working scientifically to investigate sound. We will be investigating by carrying out tests and undertaking observations to understand different ways in which sound is made. We will be describing what kind of sounds they are (soft, loud) and discussing the pitch too. Lastly, we will be creating in pairs our own body percussion to perform to the class.

	History
	R.E

	In History we will look at evidence that suggests that Neil Armstrong went to the Moon. We will look at old and new aircrafts/rockets and discuss their features before ordering them from oldest to newest. We will have a debate about why Neil Armstrong went to the Moon and whether he risked his life doing this or whether it was safe. We will go on to talk about how the astronauts got to the Moon and back safely. To finish, we will be answering the question “would you take a golden ticket and go to the Moon, or would you say no?”, giving reasons for our answers.

	In R.E this half term we will be focusing on Judaism. We will be looking at what is special to Jewish people. We will the look at how Jewish people celebrate special occasions, such as Shabbat, and why they celebrate this. We will discuss what a Mezuzah is, what it reminds Jewish people of and then we will design our own.

	Music

	In music this term we shall be starting the basics of reading music and understanding the difference between crotchets and quavers. We shall learn how to draw them and clap their rhythms and play musical games to learn about notes. We shall also celebrate the lunar new year with Chinese music and fan dancing.
