	Literacy
This half-term, we continue with our Word Aware program, teaching vocabulary through symbol, sound, meaning, action and song. Through Word Aware, pupils practice their Oracy skills, and our big focus this half-term is the Physical strand of Oracy where our pupils learn to alter the volume of their voice depending on the environment.

In addition to our core literary texts, the book corner is filled with winter-themed stories which the children have already shown lots of curiosity towards. Our Lending Library will continue every Friday, and we encourage parents and family members to re-read stories to allow children to better understand the language and feel confident in retelling the stories.

Phonics lessons will also be introduced this term, and we will have a Sound of the Week, which will be shared with parents on Tapestry. The children will also be introduced to the concept of RHYME and begin to understand that rhyming words have the same sound ending.

	Math
This half-term, our focus will be on comparison; comparing collections of objects and using language such as: more than, less than, same and different. The children will also practice their ability to subitise one, two and three objects (without counting).

The children will begin to explore how numbers are made up of smaller numbers by separating groups of three or four objects in different ways and recognising that the total is still the same.
	PE
This half term, we will continue to develop a range of body control skills, such as: balancing, climbing and landing.  We will be exploring different pieces of apparatus and obstacles as we do this.

Music
In music this term we shall be exploring a variety of percussion and learning how to control our instruments to make musical rhythms. We will be able to make music fast/ slow or loud / quiet. We shall sing simple playground songs and have lots of fun making music with our voices, bodies and percussion.

	Let’s Talk Together
Towards the end of this half-term, we would like to invite parents into Nursery to encourage child-led communication about their daily lives within Nursery. Let’s Talk Together will take place at 2:15pm-2:45pm, and welcome one parent or carer into the classroom to play alongside their child and encourage communication about their favourite activities. There will be lots of books and vocabulary props to help parents deepen the conversations with their child and enrich their vocabulary. Stay tuned for an upcoming date, and Let’s Talk Together will be repeated each half-term to give each parent/carer an opportunity to participate.

Focus Child Week
Each child in Nursery has been allocated a week in Term 2 where their learning journey will be captured through image and notes, and planning will be adapted that week depending on your child’s interests. You will receive a letter by hand from a Nursery teacher the Friday before your child’s Focus Week. Please read this letter carefully and return it to Miss Hall the following Monday.
