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Topic Overview


Beast Creator is a topic where the children can fuel their bug curiosity. They will be researching information about a minibeast of their choice and creating bug hotels to house these wriggly creatures. We are hoping to use these in the newly developed Nature Trail.





	Mathematics
	English

	Our mathematical chapters for this half term are:

Decimals 
In this chapter, pupils explore decimals. To begin this chapter, they learn to read and write decimal numbers. This is followed by comparing decimal numbers to find which is greater and smaller. Pupils then add and subtract decimals before turning decimals into fractions. The chapter ends with pupils rounding decimals to the nearest whole number and decimal position.

Percentages 
This chapter covers the expectations in Year 5 for percentage. It begins with comparing quantities and exposing percentage as an amount out of 100. The chapter finishes by having pupils convert fractions to hundredths, both by expanding fractions and by simplifying them.

Geometry
This is the final chapter on geometry in Year 5. It explores angles: measuring angles, the investigation of angles on a line/point and drawing angles, before moving onto using angles as a descriptor for common shapes. The chapter ends with pupils solving problems involving angles and investigating angles inside regular polygons.

	P.S.H.E
	Science

	In Year 5, pupils will explore future aspirations and the world of work. They will identify jobs they may be interested in and learn about the role ambition and goal-setting can play in achieving a future career. Children will discuss why people choose certain careers and consider the different influences on career choices, such as interests, skills, family and society.
Pupils will also learn about stereotyping in the workplace, its impact, and how stereotypes can be challenged to promote fairness and equality. Alongside this learning, children will take part in our half-termly No Outsiders sessions, which support inclusion, respect and celebrating difference.

	This term in Year 5 Science, we will be learning about states of matter. During this topic, children will explore the differences between solids, liquids, and gases, and learn how materials behave in each state.
Pupils will develop their understanding of how materials can change state through processes such as melting, freezing, evaporating, and condensing. They will learn that these are reversible changes, meaning materials can change back again under the right conditions.
We will also investigate gases in more detail. Children will carry out practical activities to discover that gases have weight and can produce forces, even though they are often invisible.
In addition, pupils will explore how some solids, such as powders, sponges, and soils, contain tiny spaces filled with trapped gases like air.
By the end of the topic, children will have built strong scientific knowledge through hands-on investigations, measuring, observing, and describing the properties of different materials.


	Languages 
	R.E

	 This term in French, Year 5 pupils will be learning all about food, meals, and expressing their opinions. The unit focuses on developing speaking, listening, reading, and writing skills while building confidence in practical, everyday vocabulary.
During this topic, children will learn to:
· Describe their breakfast routine using simple sentences.
· Express their opinions about food, including likes and dislikes.
· Extend their opinions by using connectives such as and, but, and because.
· Compare school lunches, discussing similarities and differences between foods.
· Consolidate their knowledge of food vocabulary and common meal names.
· Use French dictionaries to independently find and build new vocabulary.
Throughout the unit, pupils will take part in interactive activities such as role-plays, speaking games, reading tasks, and short writing exercises to help them apply their learning in meaningful contexts.
By the end of the topic, children should feel more confident talking about food in French and constructing longer, more detailed sentences.

	Religion: Judaism
Key Question: Why is the Torah so important to Jewish people?
Make sense of belief:
• Identify and explain Jewish beliefs about God
• Give examples of some texts that say what God is like and explain how Jewish people interpret them
Understand the impact:
• Make clear connections between Jewish beliefs about the Torah and how they use and treat it
• Make clear connections between Jewish commandments and how Jews live (e.g. in relation to kosher laws)
• Give evidence and examples to show how Jewish people put their beliefs into practice in different ways (e.g. some differences between Orthodox and Progressive Jewish practice)
Make connections:
• Make connections between Jewish beliefs studied and explain how and why they are important to Jewish people today
• Consider and weigh up the value of e.g. tradition, ritual, community, study and worship in the lives of Jews today, and articulate responses on how far they are valuable to people who are not Jewish.


	Music
	Art 

	This half term is all about getting a flavour of the music from different parts of the world such as Africa, Asia, India and European. We shall learn about the instruments used and what gives it its’ flavour. We shall sing, drum the djembe, play along to music and even use Garageband on the iPad to create the sounds of instruments we do not have in school.

	In this series of lessons, pupils will explore sculpture through the exciting theme of minibeasts. They will develop their creativity, observational skills, and understanding of three-dimensional art by designing, shaping, and finishing their own clay sculptures.
The unit will begin with pupils investigating a variety of minibeasts, looking closely at their shapes, textures, patterns, and body structures. They will use this research to create detailed design sketches, considering form, proportion, and decorative features.
Pupils will then be introduced to key clay techniques such as rolling, pinching, coiling, scoring, and joining. They will take part in practical skill-building activities to help them gain confidence in manipulating clay safely and effectively.
Using their designs as a guide, pupils will create their final minibeast sculptures. They will focus on constructing stable forms, adding surface details, and refining their work. Once the clay has dried, pupils will paint their sculptures, exploring colour mixing, pattern, and finishing techniques to bring their creations to life.
Throughout the unit, pupils will be encouraged to evaluate their work, reflect on their progress, and discuss how artists use materials and techniques to create texture, form, and visual interest.


	P.E
	Computing

	This half term we will be developing our skills and understanding of a number of games including basketball and football.  
We will also continue to develop our object control skills, with throwing over arm having a particular focus.

	Databases and Records
The children in year 5 will be using flat-file databases, where they will learn how to organize information into records and fields. Your child will use professional tools to filter and sort through large amounts of data to solve specific problems and answer real-world questions. They will also learn how to present their findings clearly using graphs and charts to make complex information easy for others to understand.

	Geography
	

	This term in Year 5 Geography, pupils will be learning about Climate Zones and Biomes. This topic will help children understand how different environments around the world are shaped by weather patterns and how living things adapt to survive in them.
During this unit, children will explore:
· What climate zones are and how the world is divided into different regions based on temperature and rainfall.
· Life in different climate zones, including how people, plants, and animals adapt to their environments.
· Comparing climate zones, identifying similarities and differences between areas such as tropical, temperate, and polar regions.
· What biomes are and how they are linked to climate zones.
· Living things in biomes, focusing on the plants and animals that thrive in places like rainforests, deserts, and tundra.
· Comparing and protecting biomes, learning why these environments are important and how humans can help care for them.
By the end of the topic, children will be able to describe different climate zones and biomes, explain how living things adapt to their environments, and understand why it is important to protect our planet’s natural habitats.
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
